hereinafter referred to as the Licensor, on the other part hereinafter referred to as the Party/Parties, have entered into this agreement (hereinafter referred to as the Agreement) as follows.
1. Subject of the Agreement
1.1. In accordance with this agreement, the Licensor shall free of charge grant to the Licensee an exclusive right for a scientific article hereinafter referred to as the Article __________________________________________________________________________________

for the electronic scientific journal Forest Science Issues registered by the Federal Service for Supervision in the Sphere of Communications, Information Technology and Mass Communications (Registration Certificate EL No. FS 77 - 72707) based on the non-exclusive license within the limits envisaged by the Agreement for the period as defined in the Agreement.
1.2. The Licensor undertakes that it has exclusive copyright for the Article transfered to the Licensee.
2. Rights and Obligations of the Parties
2.1. The Licensor provides the Licensee the following rights for the entire effective period of exclusive rights for the Article:
2.1.1. right for reproduction of the Article (publishing, disclosure, duplicating, copying or other distribution of the Article). Each copy of the Article shall contain the name of the Manuscripts author;
2.1.2. right for distribution of the Article by any means;
2.1.3. right for inclusion into a compiled Article;
2.1.4. right for making available to the public;
2.1.5. for using metadata (name, author (right holder) name, abstract, references, etc.) of the Article by distribution and making available to the public, processing and systematization, and inclusion in various databases and informational systems.
2.1.6. right to contractually assign the rights obtained under this agreement partially or in full to any third parties without remuneration to the Licensor.
2.2. The Licensor grants the rights to the Licensee under this Agreement based on a non-exclusive license.
2.3. The Licensee agrees to comply with the copyright envisaged by the applicable law, the Licensor rights, and to protect them and take all possible measures to prevent copyright violation by any third parties.
2.4. The area where the rights for the Manuscript can be used is non-restricted.
2.5. The Licensor also grants the Licensee the right to store and process its personal data as given below without term limitations:
· surname, name, patronymic;
· education;
· job and title;
· any published scientific Article available;
Personal data are provided for their storage and processing in various databases and informational systems, their inclusion into analytical and statistical reports, creating substantiated interrelations of science, literature, and art works with personal data, etc. 
The Licensee is entitled to convey these data for processing and storage to third parties provided the Licensor is informed thereof and provided with details of such third party (name and address). 
The consent for storage and processing of personal data is revoked by the Licensor through a respective notification of the Licensee.
3. Liability of the Parties
3.1. The Licensee and the Licensor bear property and other legal liability as per Russian law for failure to fulfill or improper fulfillment of their obligations under the Agreement.
3.2. The Licensor guarantees accuracy of the results provided in the Article.
3.3. The Licensor guarantees that the Article does not contain materials not to be openly published as per applicable Russian law, and that publication or distribution will not cause any secret (confidential) information including state secret, to be disclosed.
3.4. The Licensee agrees to provide, at its own expense, reviewing of the Article, technical and scientific editing, and manufacturing of the electronic mock-up of the Article. The Licensee shall be entitled in its sole discretion to attract third parties for carrying out works as described in this Clause. 
3.5.
The Licensee shall approve any corrections made to the Article with the Licensor as per Clause 3.4 hereof. 
3.6. The party that has improperly fulfilled or failed to full its obligations hereunder shall reimburse any damages incurred by the other Party, including loss of profit.
4. Confidentiality
4.1. The conditions of this Agreement and any addenda hereto are confidential and shall not be disclosed.
5. Final Provisions
5.1. Any disputes and disagreements of the Parties arising out of the terms and conditions hereof shall be settled by negotiations, and if such negotiations fail, they must be settled in court as per the applicable Russian law.
5.2. This Agreement shall become effective after being signed by both Parties hereof.
5.3. This Agreement shall be effective until the complete fulfillment of the obligations of the Parties hereunder.
5.4. This Agreement can be terminated any time by mutual consent with the addenda thereof signed.
5.5. Repudiation of this agreement is possible as envisaged by the applicable law or by court decision.
5.6. Any modifications and additions hereto take effects only if made in written and signed by both Parties hereof.
5.7. As for the rest not covered hereby, the Parties shall be governed by the applicable Russian laws.
5.8. This Agreement has been made in two counterparts having equal legal force, one for each Party.
